3. The EPDO (Equivalent Property Damage Only) measure weights the severity of each individual crash by injury, fatality, and property damage. EPDO = (1 * property-damage-only crashes) + (5 * 
injury crashes) + (10 * fatal crashes).

5. The crash severity index rank is based on the weighted total (EPDO) of crashes summed by the polygon(s) surrounding each interchange. CTPS applied the EPDO weighted scoring system to the 
2004-2006 MassHighway crash data to rate locations for crash severity. Rank is based on the crash severity (EPDO) within the route or the segment of the route.
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
