Dear Transportation Leaders,
 
We are writing in strong opposition to MassDOT’s request to delay the Green Line opening to 2018-
2020, and in similarly strong opposition to proposals to delay the Green Line extension that are
embodied in the 2012-2015 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and Long Range Transportation
Plan (LRTP).
 
We urge the Mass Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) to reject MassDOT’s request to
delay the Green Line opening to 2018-2020, and urge the Boston Region Metropolitan Planning
Organization (MPO) to reject the same delays that are contained within the 2012-2015
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP).
 
This letter reiterates points that we have made in previous testimony -- at hearings, community
meetings, and in writing -- and points that have been repeatedly made in correspondence/testimony
from our elected officials, from STEP and other advocates for the Green Line Extension and the
Community Path Extension, and from ordinary residents who thought someone was listening.
 
We are outraged that after so much planning effort, such strong and prolonged demonstration of public
support, despite such compelling reasons for going ahead, and after such a long delay in follow-
through on legally binding SIP commitments, the Green Line extension is being snatched away, once
again.
 
If the State's failure to deliver on the Green Line Extension were a case of chronically unpaid alimony
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and child support, the negligent parent would have been thrown in jail long ago.
 
The State's failure to follow through on its legally binding commitment to mitigate the adverse impacts
of the Big Dig is nothing less than abject disregard for the law, the word of the Courts, and the oft-
repeated commitments of State officials all the way up to the Governor. 
 
After thousands of people hours of public participation in the planning process, Somerville residents are
being given the finger, and told to "go home, suckers" and wait another 8-10 years.
 
We are being told to have faith in a process that will have lost any and all of its credibility, after years
of apparently empty promises. At the same time that our leaders talk about accountability and
transparency, we are offered tangible evidence that there is neither.
 
This is not about feeling misused and gullible like Charlie Brown as the football is pulled out from under
us for the umpteenth time; this is about a future of significantly more heart and lung disease, of lost
opportunities for economic development, of being relegated to the transportation backwaters of metro
Boston, of having our city severed by a pollutant-spewing concrete monstrosity with no meaningful
hope of remediation or compensation.
 
The DEP and MPO have this one opportunity to turn that around.  We hope you
will do the right thing, and restore plans to bring the Green Line Extension (and
Community Path Extension) to fruition by 2015.
 
As per the STEP comments:
 
The original legal agreement in 1990 to extend the Green Line was revised in 2000 for planned
completion in 2011. Then it was delayed to 2014 in revisions to the State Implementation Plan (SIP),
legal obligations under the Clean Air Act.  Then last year MassDOT said the Green Line Extension
(GLX) would not open until 2015. Now, they have announced even more delays, to 2018 to 2020! 
 
SUSTAINABILITY. It is important to remember that the Green Line Extension is a great,
sustainable transportation project.  It’s light rail that will provides clean transit to the city most
health-burdened by highway and diesel commuter rail pollution. 85% of Somerville residents will have
access to rail  and many of our neighbors in East Cambridge, Medford and Arlington will have access
to new light rail. It will also integrate with the Community Path, providing convenient access to Green
Line stations and completing a bike and pedestrian route from Bedford to downtown Boston.  The
Green Line Extension fully embodies the principles espoused by GreenDOT*. 
 
It is no wonder the Green Line is overwhelmingly supported in Somerville and surrounding
communities.


 
THE GREEN LINE IS A LEGAL OBLIGATION UNDER THE CLEAN AIR ACT.  It has been the state’s
single largest Transportation Control Measure (TCM) obligation under the State Implementation Plan
(SIP) for twenty years.  Thus, it is a binding legal obligation under the Clean Air Act.  Federal
Transportation Conformity Regulations require that SIP TCMs like the Green Line Extension must be
given funding and completion priority by the region and state.  
 
Meeting this legal obligation requires the Boston MPO to show realistic funding sources and timely
completion of the Green Line Extension in both the 2012 – 2015 Transportation Improvement Program
(TIP) and the Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP).  Currently the TIP shows less than 50% of
the money and less than 50% of the Green Line Extension being completed by the legal
deadline of 2014.
 
The Draft 2012 – 2015 TIP and the Draft LRTP “Paths to a Sustainable Region” fail to meet both the
“fiscal constraint” requirement for full funding and the “environmental” requirement for timely completion
of the SIP TCMs.  And, beyond the binding legal obligations, MassDOT and the Commonwealth







have failed over and over again to meet promised deadlines given to the Green Line Extension
communities.  Citizens deserve greater respect.
 
FUNDING, TIMING and TRANSPARENCY.  The Green Line Extension communities have repeatedly
welcomed project staff from MassDOT, the MBTA and their consultants.  Cooperation, rapport and
enthusiasm have generally been high on both sides whenever people have rolled up their sleeves to
tackle project details.  However, MassDOT has too often been coy and tactical, squirming at major
steps with regard to securing real funding for the project and making reasonable time commitments.
 
STATE IMPLEMENTATION PLAN:


MA DOT states that securing federal “New Starts” funding for the Green Line is risky because of
the MBTA financial condition, but MA DOT has not demonstrated it has a funding plan and
design and construction schedule to meet the SIP requirements using only state funding – which
has been agreed to by the Commonwealth in the SIP agreement.
Monthly SIP reports as late as May 2011 committed to completing the Green Line Extension at
the end of 2015, with no suggestion of further possible delays.  This reflects a lack of
transparency and seriousness in meeting the SIP requirements. 
MassDOT’s assertion that land acquisition is a primary factor in the latest delay is not
acceptable. Commuter rail track could be moved and track could be laid while waiting to acquire
land for the Ball Square and Union Square Stations.  Using Greenbush Line land acquisition
delays as a lesson learned for the GLX is not a valid comparison because the land required
was for right of way.  This is not the case for the GLX.  GLX land acquisition is for station
locations and the maintenance facility (not included in the SIP agreement)
The suggested phasing scenario proposed for constructing the GLX should only be permitted if
the State is legally bound to complete of the full GLX to Route 16 by 2018.


 
IMPACT OF DELAY ON HEALTH
The Green Line Extension is supposed to mitigate the health effects of vehicle pollution from 1-93 and
regional highway traffic as well as regional ozone. Delaying completion of the project without mitigation
of the pollution will continue to negatively affect the health of Somerville and regional residents. 
Somerville has the greatest daily exposure to commuter traffic and diesel rail pollution in the state from
250,000 vehicles on I-93, Mystic Avenue (38) and McGrath Highway (28).  We also breathe fumes from
200 daily diesel commuter and freight trains that cut through the city but (fortunately) do not stop.
 
People who live in the most transportation-polluted 10% of a large urban region may have:


20% higher overall mortality rates;   50% higher lung cancer mortalities


50% higher childhood asthma rates          50% higher heart attack mortalities
 
IMPACT OF DELAY ON REGIONAL/STATEWIDE ECONOMICS:


Could jeopardize the State’s federal transportation funding, a loss of $650 million per year.
Would significantly increase the cost of the GLX project and needlessly cost taxpayers statewide
$200 million or more, plus the costs of required air quality mitigation to offset the delay. 
Will deny a key regional transit link for employers, universities, research centers and residents.
Will result in significant loss of sales and income tax revenues to the Commonwealth because it
misses the opportunity to create construction and other jobs when we really need them. 
Will cause us to miss the benefits seen by other regions in the country such as Salt Lake City,
Utah and Dallas, Texas that have recently built light rail on time and sometimes under budget.


 
IMPACT OF DELAY ON THE COMMUNITY PATH


Delaying GLX also delays the Community Path. The 2.3 mile Community Path extension will
connect the regional Minuteman Path network to Boston and to the Charles River network.


 
TRANSPARENCY/CREDIBILITY:


Governor Patrick committed to build the Green Line Extension during his term in office. 
Governor Patrick and the Lieutenant Governor must honor this commitment.







The Green Line Extension was legally mandated in 1990. Thirty years is an unacceptable delay.
The Green Line Extension has never been given top priority, even though it is a legally obligated
Transportation Control Measure specified in the State Implementation Plan (SIP).
The state must pursue full bond funding of GLX to satisfy Federal Transportation Conformity. 


Why is GLX not being moved as aggressively as the Fast14 Bridge replacement project?  With
all the supposed brain power of our region, why can’t we get a 7 station transit extension built
in a timely, cost-effective way?  We have just recently built a massive new highway bridge on
the Cape and we are widening our highways with a multi-year Route 128 mega-project, but we
just can’t seem to get a shovel in the ground on time for a sustainable urban light rail project.

I believe that this is the third such letter I have written on this topic; I wrote prior to the two
previous delays.  My perspective on this hasn’t changed, only the date and my confidence in the
state of MA and their willingness to uphold this commitment to the health and welfare of the City
of Somerville.
 
You will receive many letters outlining the benefits to the local economy through increased
mobility as well as the health benefits of reduced smog and fewer accidents and the economics of
this project during an downturn.  I strongly agree with all of these points.
 
For me, the motivating issues relate to trust in governments ability to be equitable and effective. 
What concerns me is that:


-          this was agreed to by the state, written into law and twice upheld by the State Supreme
Court.   My guess is that there are few projects within the state budget beyond
entitlements that have a more compelling mandate. 


-          the State has money to do this but chooses to spend it elsewhere.  State chose to fund
replacement of bridges on I-93N (bringing more pollution to Somerville), construction of
the Greenbush and Old Colony line and refurbish existing T-stops instead fund this
mandated project.


-          I have made personal, financial and career decisions, in part, based on the promised and
mandated implementation of this play by as early as 2011.  Instead of fulfilling their
promise, my tax dollars were spent in other cities and on projects that only further the
inequities of the transportation infrastructure and on legal expenses to defend a losing
position.


-          I understand that Federal funding exists to cover some of the costs and that if it is NOT
built, we stand to lose up to $400M of these funds.  Furthermore, it is my understanding
that additional delays will cause the construction price tag to go up AND delay any
commensurate economic benefits.


 
For me, this is primarily an issue of fairness and trust in the word and efficacy of State
government.   I choose to live in MA because I have relative confidence in our leadership; this
delay will destroy that confidence.

I'm sympathetic to the desire to seek funding through the federal New
Starts program. If this could be done without a significant delay to the
GLX and Path, I would support it. But with twenty years to arrange and
plan this project, the ship of time-consuming frugality has sailed. The
state is legally mandated to complete the GLX in 2014. That obligation
has been in place since 2006. The planners of this project have already
had ample time to pursue every avenue; the state simply must fully fund
the project, on time, with or without external funding.


If New Start funding does not come through (which is very likely), the
delays will make the project much more expensive. The project planners,
even though they are very sincere and dedicated individuals, will look
extremely foolish when they explain to Somerville residents why they
chose a more expensive, time-consuming path, all for an unlikely roll of
the dice. Governor Patrick will undoubtedly be called out for his
failure to keep his promise to complete before the end of his
administration.


Completing the GLX and Path on schedule would be less costly, less
embarrassing, and a long-overdue boon to public health in the most
densely populated city in Massachusetts. Full funding for both projects
must be included in the 2012-2015 TIP and LRTP.

It is surprising to see the Assabet and Freeman rail trails included in a major transportation plan that is
under financial constraints.  Construction of either or both of these trails isn't economically justified. 
The theory may be that hundreds of people will start biking to mass transit stations on a daily
basis, justifying a huge expenditure probably in excess of $60 million, if a Freeman bridge over route 2
is built, for a few miles of trail on both routes.  However, based on the use patterns of existing, local
suburban rail trails, the reality is quite different.  Very few suburban people have the luxury of the extra
time required for biking to and from work or public transit, nor have they the inclination. These trails are
not plowed or lighted and are little used, if at all, in times that are too hot, too cold, too icy, too
rainy etc. or when there just isn't enough time.  Even with good intentions, there's no getting around
the fact these trails will be used first and foremost for recreation.  The only time "transportation" comes
into play is when transportation funds are used for their construction.  Bruce Freeman proposed a trail
to help boost the local economy, now these towns are more affluent than many others and have
numerous other recreational options.  There are so many current transportation needs and there will be
many future ones, some requiring solutions tailored for the demographically projected ageing Metro
West population, it is financial folly to spend $3-5 million per mile on recreational trails.

More personally, I believe the Community Path is also an unfair casualty of pushing the GLX out of
the 2012-2015 TIP. Delaying GLX project also delays the Community Path, since the two projects
need to be designed and built together, because they need to share right-of-way, infrastructure,
and heavy construction.  Full funding of the the Community Path should also be programmed in the
2012-2015 TIP and LRTP along with the GLX.   The GLX and Community Path are wonderful
sustainable transportation projects that will help help more people get around with fewer car trips,
curb greenhouse gases, and provide needed regional economic opportunities. 
 
I am a long-time user of both the Green Line and the Minuteman Bikeway/Linear Path, and I am
constantly frustrated and — I believe — put in danger by having to take the very busy streets with
no safe bike routes inbound from where the Linear Path ends.

Dear People of the Boston MPO Staff,
 
Heartbreak! Horror! Not to mention a sheer lack of what I would characterize as pure logic, big-picture
thinking, or having – Oh I dunno – a spine? Elbow grease? Gumption? Courage?
 
Not sure. I’m at a loss. And I don’t mean you. At least, I hope not….?
 
I’m writing to you in particular about the original legal agreement in 1990 (that was the last century, by
the way) to extend the Green Line – revised in 2000 for planned completion in 2011, then delayed to
2014 in revisions to the State Implementation Plan (SIP) legal obligations under the Clean Air Act.
 
You guys are inside the proverbial system. I’m writing because I believe you are people who could help
change things around. Please bear with me here – I have just a few things to say, and they’re
important. It’s Tuesday. It’s raining. C’mon. 
 
So as you know, last year MassDOT said the Green Line Extension (GLX) wouldn’t open until 2015.
And now they’ve announced even more delays (2018 to 2020)! If I was a conspiracy theorist, well, I’d
be a conspiracy theorist. But this is just too dumb and mean and unjust and plain ridiculous for that. 


I entreat you – hang with me for a paragraph or two. Just three main things here.
 
1) SUSTAINABILITY. It’s important to remember that the GLX is a fantastic sustainable transportation
project. (Projects like this have a precedent in other parts of the country of completion within the same
time frame, by the way.)
 
Basically it’s light rail providing clean transit to the city most health-burdened by god-awful highway and
diesel commuter rail pollution. Yuck! With the GLX, 85% of Somerville residents will have access to rail
and many of our neighbors in East Cambridge, Medford and Arlington would too. Less congestion,
fewer cars, meaning less upkeep to roads, (saved money there) etc. etc. yada-yada-yada, ohmygod it's
that obvious. Everybody wins! It will also hopefully integrate with the Community Path, providing
convenient access to Green Line stations and completing a bike and pedestrian route from Bedford to
downtown Boston. The Green Line Extension fully embodies the principles espoused by GreenDOT!


No wonder the Green Line is overwhelmingly supported in Somerville and surrounding communities.


2) OK, this one’s a biggie, so brace yourself. *Ahem* THE GREEN LINE IS A LEGAL OBLIGATION
UNDER THE CLEAN AIR ACT! I know, right? It’s been the state’s single largest Transportation Control
Measure (TCM) obligation under the State Implementation Plan (SIP) for, like, 20 freaking years. Thus,
it’s a binding legal obligation under the Clean Air Act. Federal Transportation Conformity Regulations
require that SIP TCMs like the GLX must be given funding and completion priority by the region and
state.
 
This is a no brainer. If the State can play around with this kind of thing, well shucks – what the hell is
the point of the rule of law in the first place? What’s the point of doing anything? If the State is above
the law and can pull this kind of feces, then why should citizens respect the state?


 
I’m really hoping this email finds you to be of a different mindset.


So yeah, think about it. Meeting this legal obligation requires the Boston MPO to show realistic funding
sources and timely completion of the GLX in both the 2012 – 2015 Transportation Improvement
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Program (TIP) and the Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP). Currently the TIP shows less than
50% of the money (what?) and less than 50% of the GLX being completed by the legal deadline of
2014.
 
In a word: Arrgh!


FACT: The Draft 2012 – 2015 TIP and the Draft LRTP “Paths to a Sustainable Region” fail to meet
both the “fiscal constraint” requirement for full funding and the “environmental” requirement for timely
completion of the SIP TCMs.
 
FACT: And beyond the binding legal obligations, MassDOT and the Commonwealth have
failed over and over to meet promised deadlines given to the GLX communities.
 
BELIEF (one that I really, really hope you share): Citizens deserve greater respect.
 
I mean, the MBTA and MassDOT might as well just run us over with a truck and then pour a gallon of
lemon juice all over our bleeding, pavement-encrusted carcasses.


3) Last one. (Thanks for reading so far, by the way.) FUNDING, TIMING and TRANSPARENCY: The
GLX communities have repeatedly welcomed project staff from MassDOT, the MBTA and their
consultants. Cooperation, rapport and enthusiasm have generally been sky-high on both sides
whenever people have rolled up their sleeves to tackle project details. Warm fuzzies are flyin’ all over
the place here. However, MassDOT has too often been coy and tactical, squirming at major steps with
regard to securing real funding for the project and making reasonable time commitments.
 
Let’s get personal. I’m an activist. I’m vocal. I’m a performer in the local area. I believe in being
responsible, and changing the tide from the status quo toward practical, obvious and just activities. The
only way any of us are going to make this country better is by working locally on things like this.
Otherwise other, nastier things like Big Oil, giant faceless profits-over-people corporations (with track
records of not giving a crap about people and trampling their rights nationally and internationally) are
going to continue to have sway and drive the average middle class person into the ground. And wreck
the country. Make it a place we just don't want to live in anymore.
 
What if you were a champion of better ideals? What if you could help? Would you want to? Could you?
Is there anything specific you can do to aid in these larger and smaller goals? I would love to hear
back from you with any reaction to this.
 
So thank you for reading. I really hope this note finds you well, and I truly hope you can recognize the
overwhelming compassion and unassailable logic (and moral correctness) behind getting things in gear
to get the GLX going. No more fooling around. Let’s do this. Anything less is literally inhuman at this
point. People are literally dying before seeing this project to completion in their lifetimes. “Heinous”
doesn’t even begin to describe this travesty.

To whom it may concern:


I am writing today in regards to the new delay in the Green Line Extension. As a resident
of Somerville, an environmental justice and transit equity advocate, and a worker in
green infrastructure in the City of Somerville, I am disheartened by this new delay, to say
the least.  I feel that this is a justice issue, more than anything else, and that the state
must follow-through with their legally-mandated obligations.  Please follow-through on
your promises, if not for the environmental justice reasons, than for the reason that the
residents of the Commonwealth have exceedingly less faith in the word of the
Commonwealth as this drags on. Following is a lengthy account of the reasons why this
project must be finished in a timely manner. 
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1) The original legal agreement in 1990 to extend the Green Line was revised in 2000 for
planned completion in 2011. Then it was delayed to 2014 in revisions to the State
Implementation Plan (SIP), legal obligations under the Clean Air Act.  Then last year
MassDOT said the Green Line Extension (GLX) would not open until 2015. Now, they have
announced even more delays, to 2018 to 2020! This is unacceptable.


 


2) It is important to remember that the Green Line Extension is a great, sustainable
transportation project.  It is light rail that will provide clean transit to the city most
health-burdened by highway and diesel commuter rail pollution in the Commonwealth.
85% of Somerville residents will have access to rail  (compared to 25% now) and many
of our neighbors in East Cambridge, Medford and Arlington will have access to new light
rail. It will also integrate with the Community Path, providing convenient pedestrian and
bike access to Green Line stations.  The Green Line Extension fully embodies the
principles espoused by GreenDOT, of which DOT has not embraced in practice up to this
point.


 


3) THE GREEN LINE IS A LEGAL OBLIGATION UNDER THE CLEAN AIR ACT.  It has been
the state’s single largest Transportation Control Measure (TCM) obligation under the State
Implementation Plan (SIP) for twenty years.  Thus, it is a binding legal obligation under
the Clean Air Act.  Federal Transportation Conformity Regulations require that SIP TCMs
like the Green Line Extension must be given funding and completion priority by the region
and state.

However, MassDOT has too often been coy and tactical, not putting forth
reasonable funding and mitigation actions.


 


7) The Green Line Extension is supposed to mitigate the health effects of vehicle pollution







from 1-93 and regional highway traffic as well as regional ozone. Delaying completion of
the project without mitigation of the pollution will continue to negatively affect the health
of Somerville and regional residents.  Somerville has the greatest daily exposure to
commuter traffic and diesel rail pollution in the state from 250,000 vehicles on I-93,
Mystic Avenue (38) and McGrath Highway (28).  We also breathe fumes from 200 daily diesel
commuter and freight trains that cut through the city but (fortunately) do not stop.


8) GreenDOT http://transportation.blog.state.ma.us/blog/2010/06/massdot-launches-
greendot.html: “GreenDOT, a comprehensive environmental responsibility and sustainability initiative
that will make MassDOT a national leader in "greening" the state transportation system. GreenDOT will
be driven by three primary goals: reduce greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions; promote the healthy
transportation options of walking, bicycling, and public transit; and support for smart growth
development.”


9) This is a justice issue.  The residents of Somerville are systematically overburdened by
transportation infrastructure that does not benefit them. There needs to be a promise that
is actually followed through on to benefit the environmental health of Somerville
residents.


I thank you for taking the time to read my comments. Please respond to the needs of the residents and
business of Somerville, Medford and East Cambridge by building the Green Line extension.

I am submitting my public comments in response to the Boston Region MPO review
of the 2012-2015 TIP and the LRTP, as well as regarding MassDEP's review of the
MassDOT request to delay the construction and commencement of the Green Line
Extension (GLX) to 2018-2020.


Specifically, I am writing to urge:


The Mass Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) to reject MassDOT’s
request to delay the Green Line opening to 2018-2020
The Boston Region Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) to reject the
same delays that are contained within the 2012-2015 Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP) and Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP).


The tortured history of the GLX in the State Implementation Plan, legal obligations
under the Clean Air Act, dates to 1990.  It has been the state’s single largest
Transportation Control Measure (TCM) obligation under the State Implementation
Plan (SIP) for twenty years.  Federal Transportation Conformity Regulations require
that SIP TCMs like the Green Line Extension must be given funding and completion
priority by the region and state.  Thus the 30-year delay is beyond unacceptable--it
is illegal.


Failing to contruct the GLX on time as required by the SIP deprives clean transit to
the state's most health-burdened city, with regard to highway and rail pollution.
Currently only 15% of Somerville residents have access to rail; this will become 85%
with the GLX.  East Cambridge, Medford and Arlington are also on the line with this
project.  The Community Path, providing safe access to Green Line stations and
completing a bike and pedestrian route from Bedford to downtown Boston depends
on the GLX's timely construction. 


Moreover, the GLX is the epitome of the GreenDOT commitment: "GreenDOT will be
driven by three primary goals: reduce greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions; promote the
healthy transportation options of walking, bicycling, and public transit; and support
for smart growth development."  Failure to fund the on-time opening of the GLX
belies the validity of GreenDOT.  How can Fast14 and the Route 128 mega-highway
widening be funded while the most important GreenDOT project, the Green Line
Extension, is yet again delayed? 


Also note that failure to prioritize the GLX above all other transportation projects in
the TIP may jeopardize the State’s federal transportation funding, a loss of $650
million per year.  And delaying the GLX will increase the project cost by at least $200
million, needlessly costing taxpayers statewide.  Governor Patrick committed to build
the Green Line Extension during his term in office, and it is imperative that this
commitment be fulfilled.
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Again, I urge MassDEP and the Boston Region MPO to REJECT MassDOT's request to
delay the GLX opening, and to REJECT the 2012-2015 TIP and LRTP.

The Green Line Extension  (GLX) project represents many promises—most of them broken or
crumbling at this critical time. Based on recent turns in the various state processes, I am writing to
request that the Mass Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) reject MassDOT's request to
delay the Green Line opening to 2018-2020.  The communities impacted by the GLX have waited
long enough.


 


From a legal perspective, GLX is the obligation of the state under the Clean Air Act, essentially a
promise from the state to the federal government that the Green Line Extension will be given
priority by the region and the state for funding and construction. Currently, the TIP and the LRTP
do not reflect the intention of this legal obligation. I request that the Boston Region Metropolitan
Planning Organization (MPO) reject the delays that are contained within the 2012-2015
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP). And
any such agreement that contains any delay should legally require the completion of the Rt 16
station as part of the GLX, as this is the station that serves the most noted environmental justice
populations in the target area.


From an environmental health perspective, the GLX project was a promise to reduce the negative
environmental impacts of heavy vehicular traffic going through Somerville on Rt 1-93 and to
reduce regional ozone levels. Somerville is already disproportionally impacted by traffic and
diesel rail pollution, the most impacted in the state. Also, the GLX light rail system, in conjunction
with the Red and Orange line stops will provide reasonable transit access to 85% of Somerville
residents—in contrast to the current 15%, providing transportation options to work, school and
recreational destinations. Based on our experience when the Davis Square station opened, we
know that Somervillans take their T seriously and will walk and/or bike to stations that are integral
to residential neighborhoods.


Economically, the promises of the GLX dwindle as we have watched the cost projections go up
with each prior delay. The delays in the GLX impact the other developments that are intertwined
with this project, most notably the Community Path extension which is tied at the hip to this
project both concretely due to construction contingencies and economically as it is challenging to
fund as the GLX timeframe continues to erode. On a broader scale, the continued delay on the SIP
jeopardizes the state’s federal transportation funding.


The GLX has stalled long enough and it is time to get a shovel in the ground. The advantage of
having the existing rail corridor location should allow for significant portions of the work to begin,
even if the land acquisition for some of the stations is in progress. Any delays related to the
maintenance facility should not be allowed to delay the GLX as that was not part of the SIP
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agreement and should not strangle the rest of the project.


We trust that the state will do the right thing—but it is challenging to believe any promises from
the state based on the extended public process around the GLX at this point. We have invested
time, money and considerable energies to be responsive to the state. It would be absurd to have
this situation require yet another law suit to have the state honor its promise to the federal
government and the people of the Commonwealth.

To whom it may concern,


The continued delays of this project are now bordering on the absurd.


1) The original legal agreement in 1990 to extend the Green Line was
revised in 2000 for planned completion in 2011. Then it was delayed to
2014 in revisions to the State Implementation Plan (SIP), legal
obligations under the Clean Air Act.  Then last year MassDOT said the
Green Line Extension (GLX) would not open until 2015. Now, they have
announced even more delays, to 2018 to 2020! This is unacceptable.


2) It is important to remember that the Green Line Extension is a
great, sustainable transportation project.  It is light rail that will
provide clean transit to the city most health-burdened by highway and
diesel commuter rail pollution in the Commonwealth. 85% of Somerville
residents will have access to rail  (compared to 25% now) and many of
our neighbors in East Cambridge, Medford and Arlington will have
access to new light rail. It will also integrate with the Community
Path, providing convenient pedestrian and bike access to Green Line
stations.  The Green Line Extension fully embodies the principles
espoused by GreenDOT, of which DOT has not embraced in practice up to
this point.


3) THE GREEN LINE IS A LEGAL OBLIGATION UNDER THE CLEAN AIR ACT.  It
has been the state’s single largest Transportation Control Measure
(TCM) obligation under the State Implementation Plan (SIP) for twenty
years.  Thus, it is a binding legal obligation under the Clean Air
Act.  Federal Transportation Conformity Regulations require that SIP
TCMs like the Green Line Extension must be given funding and
completion priority by the region and state.


4) Meeting this legal obligation requires the Boston MPO to show
realistic funding sources and timely completion of the Green Line
Extension in both the 2012 – 2015 Transportation Improvement Program
(TIP) and the Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP).  Currently the
TIP shows less than 50% of the money and less than 50% of the Green
Line Extension being completed by the legal deadline of 2014.


5) The Draft 2012 – 2015 TIP and the Draft LRTP “Paths to a
Sustainable Region” fail to meet both the “fiscal constraint”
requirement for full funding and the “environmental” requirement for
timely completion of the SIP TCMs.  And, beyond the binding legal
obligations, MassDOT and the Commonwealth have failed over and over
again to meet promised deadlines given to the Green Line Extension
communities.


6) The Green Line Extension communities have repeatedly welcomed
project staff from MassDOT, the MBTA and their consultants.
Cooperation, rapport and enthusiasm have generally been high on both
sides whenever people have rolled up their sleeves to tackle project
details.  However, MassDOT has too often been coy and tactical, not
putting forth reasonable funding and mitigation actions.
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7) The Green Line Extension is supposed to mitigate the health effects
of vehicle pollution from 1-93 and regional highway traffic as well as
regional ozone. Delaying completion of the project without mitigation
of the pollution will continue to negatively affect the health of
Somerville and regional residents.  Somerville has the greatest daily
exposure to commuter traffic and diesel rail pollution in the state
from 250,000 vehicles on I-93, Mystic Avenue (38) and McGrath Highway
(28).  We also breathe fumes from 200 daily diesel commuter and
freight trains that cut through the city but (fortunately) do not
stop.


8) GreenDOT http://transportation.blog.state.ma.us/blog/2010/06/massdot-launches-greendot.html:
“GreenDOT, a comprehensive environmental responsibility and
sustainability initiative that will make MassDOT a national leader in
"greening" the state transportation system. GreenDOT will be driven by
three primary goals: reduce greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions; promote
the healthy transportation options of walking, bicycling, and public
transit; and support for smart growth development.”


9) This is a justice issue.  The residents of Somerville are
systematically overburdened by transportation infrastructure that does
not benefit them. There needs to be a promise that is actually
followed through on to benefit the environmental health of Somerville
residents.


I thank you for taking the time to read my comments. Please respond to
the needs of the residents and business of Somerville, Medford and
East Cambridge by building the Green Line extension.

I am writing as a citizen thas has lived, worked or attended university, and voted in Massachusetts for
23 years.  I am a 17-year resident of Somerville and a working mother with 6-year-old twin sons in the
Somerville public school system.  To get around, we mostly take public transit, walk, and bike.  We have
a car, but prefer to get around other ways.  I very much look forward to a day when the Green Line
and Community Path extensions will run near 6 Somerville public schools.  My sons will likely attend 4 of
these schools growing up.  Four Somerville public schools are in environmental justice neighborhoods.


I am writing to strongly protest the State’s intentions to further delay the Green Line extension (GLX). 
The State has attempted to the Green Line at least four times that I know of (there may be more) - at
great unnecessary taxpayer expense, due to litigation costs, mitigation costs, and also to project
inflation over time.  


As such, I am urging federal and state government entities to enforce to the fullest extent the legal and
environmental obligations (federal Transportation Conformity Measures and SIP air quality) of the
project.  Full funding of the project and any interim replacements must be identified in the Boston MPO
2012-2015 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and in the Long Range Transportation Plan
(LRTP).


The Green Line extension is a legal obligation under the Clean Air Act.   SIP projects - like the Green
Line extension - are required to be prioritized over optional projects - like highway expansion. However,
that legal prioritization is not happening now, nor has it happened in the past - or the GLX would be on
track right now.  The State is proud of its GreenDOT initiative, but this newest GLX delay just makes
those of waiting for this project  - even us optimists - feel cynical.  


Delaying the GLX project also delays the Community Path extension, since the two projects need to be
designed and built together.  Full funding of the the Community Path should also be programmed in the
2012-2015 TIP and LRTP along with the GLX.   The City of Somerville is declining this year apply for a
TIGER III grant for the Community Path as they did last year (i.e., TIGER II). The TIGER application
requires a match, which was to be the shared infrastructure construction ( bridges, retaining walls, etc.)
for Green Line extension tfrom MassDOT.  With the pending GLX delay, MassDOT cannot make this
shared infrastructure construction commitment (estimated value of ~$10 Million) in good faith now. 
Thus, this multi-million grant opportunity for the Community Path is sadly lost at this time due to the
pending GLX delay.


I am tired of federal and state funding of highways over transit, bicycle, and pedestrian projects. 
Highways are ever-expanding, but that only increases traffic congestion more.  Why do I have to pay a
toll every time I get on transit, but not every time I drive on a highway?  Tolls are the thing that will
really get cars off the road (and generate revenue for the State).


Finally (but not least), I have been appalled by the lack of transparency about this newest attempt to
delay the long-waited GLX project.  For instance:


The Green Line Extension project has not even been on the MassDOT/MBTA Board agenda since
the State announced its intention to petition the DEP for a delay on August 1, 2011.
Governor Patrick and Lieutanant Governor Murray have yet to make public statements regarding
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their intentions to break their campaign promise to get the Green Line Extension done during
there tenure. 
The newest GLX delay announcement took 3 weeks to get on MassDOT's blog, 'Commonwealth
Conversations'
The draft LRTP has been revised several times during the comment period, altering the allocation
to the GLX, but still in violation of SIP commitments.  How is the average citizen supposed to
keep track of this and make comment based on a moving target?  (Also, we keep having to
writer letters over and over to the MPO about the same thing!)


It is time for the State and the Boston MPO to put the GLX at the top of it's list, as it is legally
mandated to do, and to put its money where its mouth is regarding GreenDOT.  I hope you will enforce
the State's legal obligations to the GLX project to the fullest.

As the Trustees of the Brickbottom Condominium Trust, we are writing to protest the
State’s recent proposal to further delay the opening of the Green Line Extension
(GLX) to as late as 2020.


As such, we are urging federal and state government entities to enforce the legal
and environmental obligations of the project. The GLX is one of SIP Transportation
Control Measures that the state has committed to giving highest priority to in order
to become compliant with the federal Clean Air Act. The proposed delay violates this
commitment.


Meeting this legal obligation also requires the Boston MPO to show realistic funding
sources and timely completion of the Green Line Extension in both the 2012-2015
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and the Long Range Transportation Plan
(LRTP). The TIP does not currently satisfy Federal Transportation Conformity
because it shows less than 50% of the money allocated and less than 50% of the
GLX as being completed by the legal deadline of 2014.  


Besides the failure to meet these legal requirements, the new time frame has a
significant negative impact on the communities that GLX will serve, including the
Brickbottom Artists Building. It delays better access to public transportation, will also
delay the Community Path, prolongs the negative health effect being inflicted on the
communities by poor air quality and adds an estimated $200 million to the overall
cost of the project.


Despite several aspects of the GLX that will have or have threatened to have a
significant impact on the residents of Brickbottom (particularly the track layout
adjacent to the building and the original maintenance facility site), the project has
still enjoyed overwhelming support here. But the uncertainty that comes with this
delay causes residents to lose confidence in the process and may hurt quality of life
and property values, especially as economic development in the area is inevitably
delayed as well. Plus, a longer construction schedule threatens to prolong the
negatives before any of the benefits can be enjoyed.


The Green Line Extension is a great, sustainable transportation project that will
hugely benefit a large number of people, but not until it starts running. We urge you
to reject this delay and to use all of the tools available to your agencies to
accelerate the opening of the entire Green Line Extension.

Dear Chairman Mohler and members of the MPO Transportation Planning and
Programming Committee:


I understand that once again we have an opportunity to comment on the Bruce Freeman
Rail Trail.  I have presented the following points in the past and I think it is important to
say again that I oppose funding any further work on the proposed BFRT, especially in
Concord, for the following reasons:


1. For Concordians, this trail essentially comes from nowhere and goes nowhere that
anyone needs (or even wants) to go.  Whether or not it will ever be accepted
by Sudbury is not yet determined. 


2. I live near White Pond and I am extremely worried about how cyclists will behave
when they see such an inviting major kettle pond only 50 or so feet away.  White
Pond already has an abundance of nutrients causing accelerated eutrophication. 
White Pond is already a destination for fishing and other water recreations.  Erosion
and surface water run-off caused by visitors scrambling up and down the steep
banks is a major source of these nutrients.  The Town has made several major land
acquisitions, which lie between the shoreline of the pond and the trail, but the Town
cannot afford to monitor or maintain this land, leaving the pond vulnerable to
unmanaged use of both land and pond.  White Pond, despite its water quality
problems, is in pretty good shape and is worth preserving. 


3. I drive on Concord roads that do go where I need to go and I wish that they were
safe for me and other cyclists.  I would certainly support spending money to create
true commuting and recreational opportunities along our arterial streets for all
cyclists.


4. There are some serious unsolved problems for the trail in Concord and further
south:  the MBTA crossing in West Concord is a very large problem.  There seems to
be no solution that is safe, practical and won’t cause unfortunate problems for West
Concord.  To the south, whether or not it will ever be accepted by Sudbury is not yet
determined.  


5. There are some important values to the existing rail corridor that will be
compromised by making such a wide, paved road.  [In fact, the proposed design
would be wider and better paved than most of the streets around White Pond (and
I’m not complaining about our streets, they are part of our history).] For example,
the trail would pass through environmentally sensitive areas and impact the present
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uses of the existing corridor by humans and wildlife (not any special species, but the
ordinary plants and animals that are part of an ordinary neighborhood ecology).


6. I know that the Friends of the Bruce Freeman Trail speak with a loud, organized,
well-funded voice, but there are many other voices in Concord that have serious
problems with the proposed trail.  Some of us wish that the trail would just go away.
Others of us would at least like to see a design that adequately protects Concord
from the worst impacts of such a trail.

The delays in the Green Line Extension to Medford and Somerville embodied in MassDOT’s Annual
Report are unacceptable, unjustifiable, indefensible and in violation of the law. As such, you must
reject MassDOT’s plans to delay the Extension yet again or else become accomplices to their
failures. Kindly redouble your support and increase COMPLETE funding for the ENTIRE project
including the final mile to Route 16 / Mystic Valley Parkway by the close of 2014.


The Green Line Extension has been delayed repeatedly in the few years I have been following its
trajectory. In the twenty-two years since its origin, it has been scheduled for completion in 2011,
2014, 2015 and now 2018-2020.

1)       admit that Route 16 / Mystic Valley Parkway meets the Medford Hillside requirement and
that no station short of it does;


2)       note that Transit-Oriented Development can occur at Route 16 / MVP but not at College
Avenue;


3)       accept that a terminus at College Avenue serves a population, the Tufts community, that
least needs it, and neglects the Environmental Justice areas that a terminus at Route 16 /
MVP serves;


4)       properly account for the cost of the Maintenance Facility, which will support the entire
Green Line, as a general operational expense of the Green Line rather than a burden to be
borne by the Extension;


5)       acknowledge that assuming the cost of the Lechmere Station relocation (previously to be
funded by a private developer) and redesign of the Brickbottom area (in order to treat an
affected community fairly) is an inflation in scope that should not be paid for by offsetting
reductions in service to other communities;


6)       recognize that, with a global economy, the skills needed to construct railroads may best be
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found in Europe or Asia and, if Gilbane or VHB are not capable of constructing a five-mile
railroad in a pre-existing right-of-way within a reasonable schedule with a manageable
budget, perhaps it’s time to consider other avenues.


Alternatively, the Commonwealth can “get off the ladder” and stop pretending that it will ever
meet the requirements it accepted in the current SIP. With that action it can forego ALL Federal
Transportation monies and sacrifice the environmental benefits, rider time savings and automobile
cost-of-ownership reductions those monies promote.


It is clear which of these is preferable. As an agency with no small interest in the environment and
in the concerns of the public transportation ridership, I would hope that you would


1)       evaluate and publicize the environmental advantages of a complete Green Line Extension
to Route 16 / MVP, especially as it compares with a foreshortened Green Line Extension;


2)       take what action you can to encourage full funding of the project to Route 16 / MVP;


3)       reject MassDOT’s plan to delay, yet again, this legally-mandated commitment.

I bought a home in Medford Hillside, the area that by legal mandate is to be served by the Green
Line Extension, in 1987. Before that I lived for 4 years just on the other side of the hill, which
happens to be in Somerville. So I have lived in this area for 28 years, 24 of those as a homeowner.
 
I have worked hard to support the Green Line Extension to Route 16, not only for my own benefit,
but because of the substantial long-term benefits of the project to residents of Medford,
Somerville, and surrounding communities. The binding legal obligation to build the Green Line
Extension is primarily concerned with air quality (that will NOT be improved if the Green Line
Extension stops at College Ave., which is NOT in Medford Hillside). There are also extremely
important benefits in the area of environmental justice, transit-oriented economic development,
safer and more efficient transportation, and health benefits associated with more walking and
biking to stations and use of the Community Path. These are benefits that will accrue to
generations to come and build a foundation for economic growth and a sustainable future.
 
I am extremely distressed by the continuing inexplicable delays in the Green Line Extension project
(which has been studied and planned since at least the 1970s), the nonsensical division of the
project into two phases which wastes resources and almost guarantees that the Extension will
never get to Route 16 (Medford Hillside), and the handling of public comments and communication
to the affected communities, which has been almost perverse in its unexplained reverses and
counter-factual failure to acknowledge that College Ave. is NOT Medford Hillside and is NOT a
viable location for the Green Line Extension terminus even if you call it a “temporary” one.
 
There have already been significant delays in meeting the legal obligation to extend the Green Line
to Medford Hillside, with the planned completion moved from 2011 to 2014. The current delays
put the completion between 2018 and 2020. Failure to complete the project by the legal deadline
of December 31, 2014, not only puts Massachusetts at risk of not garnering any federal funding for
this project, but of being cut off from federal funding for ALL transportation projects. The harm this
would cause hardly needs to be enumerated.
 
I urge you in the strongest terms to resurrect this essential project by supporting full funding of the
entire Green Line Extension to Route 16 in one phase, meeting the legal obligation to bring the
Green Line to Medford Hillside by December 31, 2014. The I-93 Fast14 Bridge Replacement project
proved that where there is focus and commitment, amazing infrastructure improvements can be
accomplished in a timely manner and within budget. Please reject any further delays in the Green
Line Extension to Route 16.

I am writing to express my deep disappointment, shock, and outrage at the additional recently
announced delay of the Green Line Extension.


I urge you to reject the delay and reject the TIP and LRTP that reflect this delay. I urge federal and
state entities to enforce the legal and environmental obligations that this project represents.


The delay from 2011 to 2014 was frustrating. The delay from 2014 to 2015 was disappointing. A new
proposed delay of another 4-5 years is simply unacceptable. The people of Somerville, Medford, and
Cambridge have been patient, and we have been collaborative, and we have been understanding. But
we cannot accept a delay to 2019 or 2020, and we will not stop making our voices heard on this critical
issue.


Honor your commitment: open the entire Green Line by 2014.


This project is a legal obligation under the Clean Air Act. It has been the most important SIP obligation
for years and as such must be given highest priority for funding and construction, but has not been
treated that way by the state. Over recent years, the state has slowed design progress and most
important, has avoided showing realistic funding sources and a timely completion schedule. MassDOT
has consistently missed promised deadlines, consistently avoided answering tough but valid questions,
and consistently pretended that the project is on track and on schedule. The TIP and LRTP do not show
full funding, do not show a schedule for completion by the legal deadline, and do not show potential
interim replacement projects. The state cannot continue to pretend it can ignore these legal
commitments.


The Green Line Extension is a sustainable project perfectly aligned with GreenDOT, and its benefits to
the public health are universally acknowledged. Research is clearly showing the benefits of public transit
over auto pollution in our densely populated city. Without this project, we will see a rise in childhood
asthma rates and mortality rates related to lung cancer and heart disease. If the state truly believes in
the title of the LRTP ("Paths to a Sustainable Region"), it's time to walk the talk and prove it.


Financially, it makes no sense to delay the Green Line. First, the project itself will cost $200 million
more, as MassDOT admits. Second, the delay means the state is obligated to create new interim offset
projects that provide the same air quality benefits, which will clearly cost even more. Third, if the state
can't execute these interim offset projects in time, $650 million in federal funding per year is at risk.
Fourth, the project is vital for economic development all along the route, and a delayed opening means
delayed economic growth. Whether the Green Line Extension is built now or later, the state needs to
find the funding. Better to do this now for less money than later for much more.


Breaking this legal obligation and delaying the Green Line has dire consequences all around. It will
affect the public health. It will cost us all more. It could cost the state a great deal of federal funding. It
will dampen economic development. It will shatter the public trust.


Honor your commitment: open the entire Green Line by 2014.

Thank you for the  opportunity to comment on the Transportation departments long
range plan.  I'm a Concord MA resident of 26 years, and have lived in the state of
Massachusetts since 1976.

However, I would like to state that given the
limited resources that the state has to spend on transportation over the next 10-15
years  and the almost criminal state of the lack of investment in
infrastructure/maintenance of the trains, rails, subways....we should be prioritizing our
dollars to those things that will get more people using public transportation.   
 
The Bruce Freeman Rail trail should not be part of the long term plan.  Although
dubbed as helping to reduce emissions, the fact is the trail will primarily be a
recreational pathway.

I am writing to express my disappointment that the Green Line project (GLX) will be
delayed.  Like all of you and so many others, I know this is a great transportation
project that shows the promise of heavy use and related environmental and
economic benefits.  And like all of you, I share the dream of seeing the GLX become
a reality as soon as feasibly possible.
 
This project is important to me for two major reasons.  First, as a resident of the
Inman Square area of Cambridge, I look forward to taking the Green Line directly
from my office at Parsons Brinckerhoff on Arlington Street in Boston out to Union
Square in Somerville, and then taking a pleasant walk to my home.  My second
reason is that, as a transportation professional, I really believe this is the most
promising transportation project in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  I have
become particularly familiar with this project and the technical details of the project
corridors, having worked as a civil engineer for PB on five projects spanning the last
20 years.  Working for clients including the MBTA, MassDOT, and Pan Am Railways,
these projects have constructed drainage infrastructure and began the planning and
design for the existing GLX concept. 
 
After the recent change of consultants, my "paid gig" on the project has ended.  But
that has not ended my continued involvement and support for the project.  I have
been actively involved on a volunteer basis with the Friends of the Community Path
lending my expertise and "institutional knowledge" of the GLX corridor to help
encourage the HDR/Gilbane team come up with the best and most cost-effective
way to integrate this innovative "feeder facility" that will funnel non-motorized
transportation modes (i.e., biking and walking) to 4 of the 7 proposed GLX stations. 
I have met separately with the HDR/Gilbane team to also discuss their overall
concept for the transit systems (rail, traction power, AC power) developed during my
paid tenure on the project.  I have also proposed suggestions to the HDR/Gilbane
team to minimize costs and construction duration by such things as minimizing
modifications to the existing storm drainage system installed in 1991 and with which
I am quite familiar having witnesses its installation by the MBTA's contractor.
 
Others will write about the Commonwealth's commitments regarding GLX.  I know
all of you are very aware of those commitments, and I'll let the other writers address
those aspects.
 
But I am writing to share my personal commitment to this project.  Whether I am
paid as a consultant or volunteering as a citizen supporter, I will continue working to
make the GLX a reality. 
 
So I ask the same commitment of all of you personally.  Let me suggest two ways:  
1)  I ask all of you to take seriously the Commonwealth's commitments and
endeavor to demonstrate to the public that the Commonwealth is making every
effort to expedite the completion of the project.
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2)  As I personally know many on the professionals on the HDR/Gilbane team, I ask
you to challenge them to think creatively on expediting delivery.  In my meetings
with HDR/Gilbane, I know they have begun thinking along these lines. But don't let
them be satisfied by their efforts to date.  Get your money's worth out of this team! 
The MassDOT/MBTA Board selected this team for their expertise in construction
program management and I personally know of their experience, so I urge you to
keep challenging them!  I want to hear of a feasible scenario that will hasten the
day that I can take a one-seat ride home on the Green Line.

My name is Daniel A. De Pompei. I have been a resident of Sudbury MA for 38 years. I have been a member of
the National Rails to Trails Conservancy for 19 years.


The following statement is provided in response to the MPO’s request for citizen input for current transportation
planning. I am specifically interested in bicycles as an opportunity for alternative transportation.


I do not, however, support the design or construction of multi-use trails that can not be validated to reduce
automotive traffic in a substantive and measurable way. I do not support multi-use trails whose right-of-way
passes through, or near, areas of endangered or threatened species habitat, major game trails, wetlands or
riparian areas.


In this regard, the proposed Bruce Freeman Rail Trail in Sudbury has not, and, in my estimation, can not be
justified as mitigating traffic congestion. The proposed right-of-way for the Bruce Freeman in Sudbury violates all
of the above mentioned wildlife and environmental concerns. And, perhaps unique to Sudbury, the trail right-of-
way places significant, historical family owned small businesses at risk (specifically Cavicchio’s).


There has been no open, measurable justification of the Bruce Freeman rail trail in Sudbury. There has been no
effort by the Trail’s advocacy group (or the state) to address or resolve any of the risks associated with the trail
and I do not recommend and will not support the use of public funds for the Bruce Freemen Rail Trail.

Mr. Mohler and Ms. Fichter,
In August of 2006 I moved to Somerville hearing the promise of the Green Line
Extension (GLX), a legal requirement of the state under the Clean Air Act. As
recently as May 2011, the monthly SIP reports indicated the the state was on track
to meet the already delayed 2015 legal deadline as laid out in the State
Implementation Plan (SIP). MassDOT just announced further delays until 2018-2020.


As a homeowner, this latest delay is simply unacceptable. The State needs to fulfill
its legal obligations to the citizens of MA and residents of Somerville. We are
overburdened and under served by transportation, despite being the most densley
populated city in the commonwealth. Since moving here, I got married and
discussed having children with my wife. Raising our child in a place where s/he
would breath fumes from over 200 daily trains and the tens of thousands of cars
that run by our home on I-93 daily is a tremendous concern to us. We hoped that
the GLX would offset the pollution burden. Without mitigation we will be forced to
move to protect our child from pollution when we expand our family. No property is
worth the health risk facing children growing up in a polluted environment like
modern Somerville without the promised mitigation projects.


As a certified project management professional supporting the federal government, I
understand the complexity of managing a project like the GLX. I do not understand
how in a mere 2 month time span, the project management team more than
doubled the remaining schedule for project completion. The scope of the project did
not double and in fact decreased over time. What unplanned risk manifested
between writing May's SIP report without even an inkling of a possible delay and
June of 2011? The project management team pointed to neither scope changes nor
risk manifestation in their announcement of the delays until 2018-2020. 


Delaying the project will only increase the cost of building the GLX so cost was not a
factor, although they hint the opportunity for federal funding under New Starts
influenced their decision. Including federal funding in the analysis is inappropriate
because completing the GLX by 2015 is an obligation of the state to its people
independent of the federal government. As such, delaying the project past 2015 on
the uncertain hope of obtaining federal funding is the project management team
breaking the state's contract with the citizens of MA.


Has MassDOT been intentionally deceiving the public in their Monthly SIP reports of
on time delivery in 2015? Such an abuse of public trust is worrisome to say the least
but without scope change or risk, a lack of applying proper project management
principles to the GLX or intentionally deceiving the public are the only alternative
plausible explanations for the latest delay. 


The lack of follow through on a sustainable light rail project while the state
aggressively pursues more highway expansion and construction (Fast14 Bridge
replacement and widening 128) is troublesome. Other sustainable transportation
projects around the country have been designed, built, and entered operations in far
less time than the 30 years MA already spent on the GLX. Why is MassDOT incapable
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of fulfilling the state's legal obligations under the Clean Air Act when other cities and
states reap benefits (economic & environmental) of their transportation projects?


MassDOT announced GreenDOT as an initiative to reduce GHG emissions, promote
healthy transportation options, and support smart growth development. Funding
highway development over the GLX has the exact opposite effects of the touted
GreenDOT. Governor Patrick committed to building the GLX during his term in office
but the lack of tangible progress on the GLX with simultaneous highway expansion
belies his administration's true intentions. The GLX is a legally obligated
Transportation Control Measure in the SIP, yet it has never been given the highest
priority. MassDOT's stated goals for GreenDOT is a tacit acknowledgment they
misuse funds when they prioritize highway expansion over the GLX. 


Failure to complete projects like the GLX causes people to lose faith in government.
The state must fully fund the GLX. If we do not, I would reluctantly support the
withdrawal of all federal transportation funds (~$650 million a year) to our state as
a penalty for the government's failure to fulfill its legal obligations to its citizens. We
aren't spending that transportation money appropriately for the intended use. 


It is my duty as a citizen to hold you, a part of our government, accountable if you
fail to deliver on the state's legal obligations in the SIP agreement. The MA
Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) must reject MassDOT's request to
delay the Green Line opening to 2018-2020. The Boston Region Metropolitan
Planning Organization (MPO) must reject the same delays that are contained within
the 2012-2015 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and Long Range
Transportation Plan (LRTP).

I am writing to express my outrage and complete frustration at the announced delay 
in the Green Line project.  


In spite of a legal and moral commitment to the project, the Governor has chosen to 
push the project back until well after he will have left office.  This delay is not due to 
complex project schedules or land takings.  I will quote Governor Patrick as to the 
actual cause: “It’s been put back on the schedule because we have to be realistic 
about what we can afford to do today, and how it ranks in the priority of things that 
need to be done."  ["A Perfect Storm", Somerville News, August 10, 2011]


The Governor's actions and his words both demonstrate disrespect for the 
Commonwealth's commitments under the SIP.  His actions and words trivialize the 
people in the project area who will contract disease or even die due to the extra 
pollution caused by this delay.  It is morally unacceptable that he be allowed to shirk 
his responsibilities.


Furthermore, it is legally unacceptable that the Commonwealth should be allowed to 
push back its most important SIP commitment due to a low internal priority, and the 
large price tag.  The Transportation Conformity Regulations say that a TIP can only 
be found to be conforming if "all State and local agencies with influence over 
approvals or funding for TCMs are giving maximum priority to approval or funding of 
TCMs over other projects within their control". (§ 93.113)  Clearly this test is failed if 
the Governor himself won't prioritize the project highly or fund it completely!


The Commonwealth's DEP and the federal review agencies (EPA, DOT, etc) are the 
only groups which can prevent this public health disaster from continuing.  I urge 
the DEP and the federal review agencies to reject the TIP & LRTP.


No states have it easy right now.  Money is tight, and the prospect of further help 
from the federal government is dubious.  However, this is not the moment to forsake 
our commitments to the long-term health of our people!  If Massachusetts is allowed 
to delay the Green Line Extension yet again without consequences, other states will 
follow suit by reneging on their SIP commitments as well.

To All,


I am writing today in regards to the new delay in the Green Line Extension. As a resident and small
business owner of Somerville, with 2 young children who I hope to continue to raise in this city, I am
very hopeful the state will fulfill its legal obligations by extending the Green Line into Somerville. I will
continue to share my dismay and encourage others to do the same until we receive what is rightfully
ours.


Following is a lengthy account, as prepared by my friend and local leader Jennifer Lawrence, of the
reasons why this project must be finished in a timely manner. 


1) The original legal agreement in 1990 to extend the Green Line was revised in 2000 for planned
completion in 2011. Then it was delayed to 2014 in revisions to the State Implementation Plan
(SIP), legal obligations under the Clean Air Act.  Then last year MassDOT said the Green Line
Extension (GLX) would not open until 2015. Now, they have announced even more delays, to 2018
to 2020! This is unacceptable.


 


2) It is important to remember that the Green Line Extension is a great, sustainable
transportation project.  It is light rail that will provide clean transit to the city most health-
burdened by highway and diesel commuter rail pollution in the Commonwealth. 85% of Somerville
residents will have access to rail  (compared to 25% now) and many of our neighbors in East
Cambridge, Medford and Arlington will have access to new light rail. It will also integrate with the
Community Path, providing convenient pedestrian and bike access to Green Line stations.  The Green
Line Extension fully embodies the principles espoused by GreenDOT, of which DOT has not embraced
in practice up to this point.


 


3) THE GREEN LINE IS A LEGAL OBLIGATION UNDER THE CLEAN AIR ACT.  It has been the state’s
single largest Transportation Control Measure (TCM) obligation under the State Implementation Plan
(SIP) for twenty years.  Thus, it is a binding legal obligation under the Clean Air Act.  Federal
Transportation Conformity Regulations require that SIP TCMs like the Green Line Extension must be
given funding and completion priority by the region and state.


 


4) Meeting this legal obligation requires the Boston MPO to show realistic funding sources and timely
completion of the Green Line Extension in both the 2012 – 2015 Transportation Improvement
Program (TIP) and the Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP).  Currently the TIP shows less than
50% of the money and less than 50% of the Green Line Extension being completed by the legal
deadline of 2014.


 


5) The Draft 2012 – 2015 TIP and the Draft LRTP “Paths to a Sustainable Region” fail to meet both
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the “fiscal constraint” requirement for full funding and the “environmental” requirement for timely
completion of the SIP TCMs.  And, beyond the binding legal obligations, MassDOT and the
Commonwealth have failed over and over again to meet promised deadlines given to the Green Line
Extension communities.


 


6) The Green Line Extension communities have repeatedly welcomed project staff from MassDOT, the
MBTA and their consultants.  Cooperation, rapport and enthusiasm have generally been high on both
sides whenever people have rolled up their sleeves to tackle project details.  However, MassDOT has
too often been coy and tactical, not putting forth reasonable funding and mitigation actions.


 


7) The Green Line Extension is supposed to mitigate the health effects of vehicle pollution from 1-93
and regional highway traffic as well as regional ozone. Delaying completion of the project without
mitigation of the pollution will continue to negatively affect the health of Somerville and regional
residents.  Somerville has the greatest daily exposure to commuter traffic and diesel rail pollution in
the state from 250,000 vehicles on I-93, Mystic Avenue (38) and McGrath Highway (28).  We also
breathe fumes from 200 daily diesel commuter and freight trains that cut through the city but
(fortunately) do not stop.


8) GreenDOT http://transportation.blog.state.ma.us/blog/2010/06/massdot-launches-
greendot.html: “GreenDOT, a comprehensive environmental responsibility and sustainability
initiative that will make MassDOT a national leader in "greening" the state transportation system.
GreenDOT will be driven by three primary goals: reduce greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions; promote
the healthy transportation options of walking, bicycling, and public transit; and support for smart
growth development.”


9) This is a justice issue.  The residents of Somerville are systematically overburdened by
transportation infrastructure that does not benefit them. There needs to be a promise that is actually
followed through on to benefit the environmental health of Somerville residents.


Thank you for taking the time to read our comments.  Please respond to the needs of the residents and
businesses of Somerville and the surrounding communities by following through on your legal obligation
and building the Green Line extension.

As a Somerville resident I am eager to have the Green Line extension completed sooner than later.  I have never owned a car and would like to continue to have
expanded public transportation options in the area.  This is very important!


STATE IMPLEMENTATION PLAN:
MA DOT states that securing federal “New Starts” funding for the Green Line is risky because of the MBTA financial condition,
but MA DOT has not demonstrated it has a funding plan and design and construction schedule to meet the SIP requirements
using only state funding – which has been agreed to by the Commonwealth in the SIP agreement.
Monthly SIP reports as late as May 2011 committed to completing the Green Line Extension at the end of 2015, with no
suggestion of further possible delays.  This reflects a lack of transparency and seriousness in meeting the SIP requirements. 
MassDOT’s assertion that land acquisition is a primary factor in the latest delay is not acceptable. Commuter rail track could be
moved and track could be laid while waiting to acquire land for the Ball Square and Union Square Stations.  Using Greenbush
Line land acquisition delays as a lesson learned for the GLX is not a valid comparison because the land required was for right of
way.  This is not the case for the GLX.  GLX land acquisition is for station locations and the maintenance facility (not included in
the SIP agreement)
The suggested phasing scenario proposed for constructing the GLX should only be permitted if the State is legally bound to
complete of the full GLX to Route 16 by 2018.


 
IMPACT OF DELAY ON HEALTH
The Green Line Extension is supposed to mitigate the health effects of vehicle pollution from 1-93 and regional highway traffic as well as
regional ozone. Delaying completion of the project without mitigation of the pollution will continue to negatively affect the health of
Somerville and regional residents.  Somerville has the greatest daily exposure to commuter traffic and diesel rail pollution in the
state from 250,000 vehicles on I-93, Mystic Avenue (38) and McGrath Highway (28).  We also breathe fumes from 200 daily diesel
commuter and freight trains that cut through the city but (fortunately) do not stop.
 
People who live in the most transportation-polluted 10% of a large urban region may have:


20% higher overall mortality rates;   50% higher lung cancer mortalities
50% higher childhood asthma rates          50% higher heart attack mortalities


IMPACT OF DELAY ON REGIONAL/STATEWIDE ECONOMICS:
Could jeopardize the State’s federal transportation funding, a loss of $650 million per year.
Would significantly increase the cost of the GLX project and needlessly cost taxpayers statewide $200 million or more, plus the
costs of required air quality mitigation to offset the delay. 
Will deny a key regional transit link for employers, universities, research centers and residents.
Will result in significant loss of sales and income tax revenues to the Commonwealth because it misses the opportunity to create
construction and other jobs when we really need them. 
Will cause us to miss the benefits seen by other regions in the country such as Salt Lake City, Utah and Dallas, Texas that have
recently built light rail on time and sometimes under budget.


 
IMPACT OF DELAY ON THE COMMUNITY PATH


Delaying GLX also delays the Community Path. The 2.3 mile Community Path extension will connect the regional Minuteman Path
network to Boston and to the Charles River network.


 
TRANSPARENCY/CREDIBILITY:


Governor Patrick committed to build the Green Line Extension during his term in office. 
Governor Patrick and the Lieutenant Governor must honor this commitment.
The Green Line Extension was legally mandated in 1990. Thirty years is an unacceptable delay.
The Green Line Extension has never been given top priority, even though it is a legally obligated Transportation Control Measure
specified in the State Implementation Plan (SIP).


The state must pursue full bond funding of GLX to satisfy Federal Transportation Conformity. 


Why is GLX not being moved as aggressively as the Fast14 Bridge replacement project?  With all the supposed brain power of our
region, why can’t we get a 7 station transit extension built in a timely, cost-effective way?  We have just recently built a massive
new highway bridge on the Cape and we are widening our highways with a multi-year Route 128 mega-project, but we just can’t
seem to get a shovel in the ground on time for a sustainable urban light rail project.

          Thanks for the opportunity to comment on this important issue.  I want to start by saying that
this is government at its worst.  In 1990 it says to the public that you should have your new Green
Line extension by 2011.  Then they say oops, not 2011 but 2014.  Then they say 2015.  Now they say
2018 to 2020.  This is very frustrating.


 


It is frustrating to the point where MassDEP should reject MassDOT’s request for a delay. 
Simmilarly, the Boston Region Metropolitan Planning Organization should reject these same delays
embedded in the 2012-2015 Transportation Improvement Program and Long Range Transportation
Plan.


 


It is important to remember that the Green Line Extension is a great, sustainable transportation
project. It's light rail that will provides clean transit to the city most health-burdened by highway
and diesel commuter rail pollution. 85% of Somerville residents will have access to rail and many of
our neighbors in East Cambridge, Medford and Arlington will have access to new light rail. It will also
integrate with the Community Path, providing convenient access to Green Line stations and
completing a bike and pedestrian route from Bedford to downtown Boston. The Green Line Extension
fully embodies the principles espoused by GreenDOT*.


 
       It is no wonder the Green Line is overwhelmingly supported in Somerville and surrounding
communities. THE GREEN LINE IS A LEGAL OBLIGATION UNDER THE CLEAN AIR ACT. It has been the
state's single largest Transportation Control Measure (TCM) obligation under the State Implementation
Plan (SIP) for twenty years. Thus, it is a binding legal obligation under the Clean Air Act. Federal
Transportation Conformity Regulations require that SIP TCMs like the Green Line Extension must be
given funding and completion priority by the region and state.
 
          Meeting this legal obligation requires the Boston MPO to show realistic funding sources and
timely completion of the Green Line Extension in both the 2012-2015 Transportation Improvement
Program (TIP) and the Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP). Currently the TIP shows less than 50%
of the money and less than 50% of the Green Line Extension being completed by the legal deadline
of 2014.
 
          The Draft 2012-2015 TIP and the Draft LRTP "Paths to a Sustainable Region" fail to meet both
the "fiscal constraint" requirement for full funding and the "environmental" requirement for timely
completion of the SIP TCMs. And, beyond the binding legal obligations, MassDOT and the
Commonwealth have failed over and over again to meet promised deadlines given to the Green Line
Extension communities. Citizens deserve greater respect.
 
          The Green Line Extension communities have repeatedly welcomed project staff from MassDOT,
the MBTA and their consultants. Cooperation, rapport and enthusiasm have generally been high on
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both sides whenever people have rolled up their sleeves to tackle project details. However, MassDOT
has too often been coy and tactical, squirming at major steps with regard to securing real funding for
the project and making reasonable time commitments.

I am writing to convey my utmost disappointment at the news that the Green Line Extension
is now to be delayed again by another 4 to 6 years to 2018-2020.  I have been a homeowner
in Somerville near the proposed Green Line Extension (GLX) corridor for 12 years.  We have
no more patience for the Commonwealth’s and Mass DOT’s continued delay tactics in these
ongoing attempts to avoid funding and completing the GLX.


I know you will have heard all of the statistics from more active and vocal members of
Somerville and surrounding communities before.  You know the state of Massachusetts has
been legally mandated to build the Green Line Extension since 1990.  You know that the
Commonwealth is legally obligated to honor the SIP transit commitments and complete this
project under the Clean Air Act.  You know that the Federal Transportation Conformity
Regulations require the region and the state to fund this project and prioritize its completion,
so why then has the state not pursued full bond funding to satisfy    You know that to meet
this legal obligation and complete the project on time, the Boston MPO is required to show
realistic funding sources in the 2012 – 2015 Transportation Improvement Program and the
Long Range Transportation Plan.  So why then does the Boston MPO draft 2012 – 2015 TIP
show less than 50% of the money required to complete the project by the previously
committed legal deadline of 2014?


Monthly SIP reports from as late as spring 2011 showed a commitment to completing the
GLX by the end of 2015.  How then do we find out in summer 2011 that the project is to be
delayed up to 5 years further?  There is a serious lack of transparency in meeting the SIP
requirements and those who are obscuring the details or obstructing the completion of this
legally mandated project should be held accountable and relieved of their responsibilities,
and the jobs should be given to individuals who know how to get the job done instead of
spending their time obstructing


Further delays to the GLX project completion could cost the Commonwealth $650 million
per year in lost federal transportation funding.  They could increase the cost of the delayed
GLX completion substantially by an estimated $200 million or more.   Governor Patrick
committed to building the Green Line Extension during his term in office.   I and my fellow
Massachusetts taxpayers should not be on the hook for this increased cost and we demand
accountability.


It is inexcusable that Mass DOT found a way to get the Fast 14 bridges on I 93 started &
completed in summer of 2011.  And yet Mass DOT continues to stall the Green Line
Extension that was legally committed to being started and completed before the fast 14
bridges ever became a project.  How is this possible?   Mass DOT has not demonstrated a
realistic funding plan nor a design and construction schedule to meet the SIP requirements
using only state funding;  my understanding is that the Commonwealth had committed to this
in the SIP agreement.  How many more law suits do we need to file?


Somerville is underserved by public transportation.  The majority of our neighborhoods,
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including mine, are accessible only by bus.  We are thus subject to the same surface delays as
if we were to all individually drive to our destinations.  I live within 3 miles of the North
Station area in Boston and within 2 miles from the Kendall Square area of Cambridge and
have commuted to both locations.   It is inexcusable that I am usually able to walk to work in
either of these locations faster than public transportation can get me there. Take a bus any
weekday between Somerville and Lechmere Station, and most of the trip time is spent not
moving, because the majority of the surrounding vehicles are single occupant vehicles
clogging McGrath and the surface roads around it.   It is faster to walk with my 5 year old to
school (breathing exhaust fumes from McGrath Highway the whole time) rather than pile into
our car and be forced to get stuck in that same traffic that is bound for Boston during
morning commute.   And sadly, my son and I breathe exhaust fumes for most of that walk
because of the route and the school’s proximity to McGrath Highway and the local traffic
that is backed up because of traffic on McGrath.  This is simply criminal - the state and Mass
DOT need to step up to your legal responsibilities, commit to funding for the Green Line
Extension in a timely fashion and do not delay it further.


The time is now.  The Commonwealth and Mass DOT need to commit to getting the GLX
funded and completed without further delays.  Delaying the completion to 30 years beyond
the date when this project was legally mandated is patently unacceptable.

To Whom it May Concern:


The most recent round of delays to the Green Line Extension project is absolutely
unacceptable to the community that is clearly viewed only as a portal from the suburbs to
the better served communities of Boston and Cambridge. I have lived in Somerville for over
10 years and the transportation situation grows more untenable with each passing day. The
MBTA bus service is unable to meet the demands of a growing ridership nor can it keep to
its schedules due to traffic congestion. And I'm embarrassed to say that I contribute to this
congestion by often driving to my work, which is less than 2 miles away, because I cannot
depend upon the current transportation system that is over capacity. (In pleasant weather I
often walk or ride my bicycle.) 


Additionally, the pollution caused from the almost constant gridlocked traffic in Union
Square (I live on Somerville Ave in the square) poses health risks to the community. My
neighbor has two children under 6 and both have severe asthma - this is a terrible
condition for these kids, and surely one you would fight in earnest should it befall your
own family.


Somerville and its residents are tired of being treated as a doormat to the surrounding
areas.  A competing business might deal with this delay by obstructing or closing off the
channels of access to these other communities and taking an isolationist approach.
Fortunately I am not in public policy or politics. However perhaps you can see my point -
we are generous neighbors to these communities by allowing our streets to be polluted by
this constant thru-traffic and to have dozens of trains rumble through our yards, though
they never stop. And to house the MBTA railyard, when we could develop this land as
taxable property with greater benefit to the community. (The absurdity of the railyards is
that these service and maintain transportation that fails to actually service our community -
a double blow.)
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I cannot imagine that any of you would ever negotiate such a raw deal for your community
and I do hope you will carefully consider the lives and needs of others. And respect the
letter of the law - the Green Line extension is a legal obligation under the Clean Air Act. 
Full funding of the project and any interim replacements must be identified in the Boston
MPO 2012-2015 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and in the Long Range
Transportation Plan (LRTP). Enough is enough.

Greetings,


I appreciate being able to comment on the Boston MPO TIP and LRTP and the Annual
Status Report of the transit projects in the State Implementation Plan as required in the
Transit System Improvements regulation (310 CMR 7.36).  But I must comment that it is
getting tedious having to respond to the ongoing pattern of MassDOT delays on the SIP
projects, and most specifically on the Green Line Extension every year.   


 


It bears repeating that THE GREEN LINE EXTENSION (GLX) IS A LEGAL OBLIGATION UNDER
THE CLEAN AIR ACT.  For the past 20 years it has been the state’s single largest
Transportation Control Measure (TCM) obligation under the State Implementation Plan
(SIP).    Federal Transportation Conformity Regulations require that SIP TCMs like the Green
Line Extension must be given funding and completion priority by the region and state. 


Under USCs 7506(c)(1) all transportation plans or transportation improvement programs,
reviewed, supported, or funded by federal agencies, such as the MPO’s LRTP and TIP, must
conform to the goals of this existing state implementation plan. See 42 USC s. 7506(c)(1).
 Before a federal agency may approve, accept, or fund any projects in the LRTP or TIP,
there must be an affirmative finding by the federal Department of Transportation
(“USDOT”) that all activities included conform to the state implementation plan.


 


Meeting this legal obligation requires the Boston MPO to show realistic funding sources
and timely completion of the Green Line Extension in both the 2012 – 2015
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and the Long Range Transportation Plan
(LRTP).  Currently the TIP shows less than 50% of the money and less than 50% of the
Green Line Extension being completed by the legal deadline of 2014. The TIP includes
$476,200,000 for FY2012 through FY 2015 and the LRTP includes $586,654,000 for the
same time period.   MassDOT has estimated the cost of the GLX to be a billion dollars.  The
Draft 2012 – 2015 TIP and the Draft LRTP  fail to meet both the “fiscal constraint”
requirement for full funding and the “environmental” requirement for timely completion of
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the SIP TCMs. Aside from not meeting the binding legal obligations, MassDOT and the
Commonwealth have failed over and over again to meet promised deadlines given to the
Green Line Extension communities.  The public deserves greater respect.


 


The Federal Clean Air Act Transportation Conformity Regulations were legislated to
protect public health.   The GLX is supposed to mitigate the health effects of regional
ozone and vehicle pollution from 1-93 and regional highway traffic by moving people out of
cars and onto public transportation.  Delaying completion of the project without the
required mitigation of the pollution will negatively affect the health of Somerville and
regional residents.  Somerville has the greatest daily exposure to commuter traffic and
diesel rail pollution in the state from 250,000 vehicles on I-93, Mystic Avenue (38) and
McGrath Highway (28).  We also breathe fumes from 200 daily diesel commuter and freight
trains that cut through the city. Extensive scientific research has been carried out that
People who live in the most transportation-polluted 10% of a large urban region (such as
Somerville) may have:


·        20% higher overall mortality rates;   


·        50% higher lung cancer mortalities


50% higher childhood asthma rates         
50% higher heart attack mortalities


Although MassDOT and the Governor speak enthusiastically about the GLX, their failure to
fund the Extension, meet project milestones on time and lack of project transparency has
lead to real cynicism about FUNDING, TIMING and the PROCESS.  Over the many years of
this project community residents have enthusiastic in working with project staff from
MassDOT, the MBTA and their consultants and this has resulted in some very good
collaboration.  However, MassDOT has often proceeded in coy and tactical ways regarding
funding and meeting scheduled milestones. Examples of this include:


 


Failing to develop a design and construction schedule and funding plan using state
funds (which has been agreed to by the state to meet its legal obligation) despite the
insistence of MA DOT that securing federal “New Starts” funding for the Green Line is
risky because of the MBTA financial condition.   Stating that the status of receiving
federal funding is questionable REQUIRES MassDOT to develop alternative strategies
to meet its SIP requirements. 
Perfunctory submission of Monthly SIP reports to DEP as late as May 2011 committed
to completing the Green Line Extension at the end of 2015, with no suggestion of
further possible delays.  This reflects a serious lack of transparency and seriousness







in meeting the SIP requirements. 
MassDOT’s assertion that land acquisition is a primary factor in the latest delay is not
acceptable. Commuter rail track could be moved and track could be laid while waiting
to acquire land for the Ball Square and Union Square Stations.
 Using Greenbush Line land acquisition delays as a lesson learned for the GLX is not a
valid comparison because the Greenbush land required was for right of way.  This is
not the case for the GLX.  GLX land acquisition is for station locations and the
maintenance facility (not included in the SIP agreement)


Delaying the GLX will have negative impact on regional/statewide economics because
failure to meet Federal Transportation Conformity environmental and fiscal constraint
measures:


Could jeopardize the State’s federal transportation funding, a loss of $650 million per
year.
Will increase the overall project cost beyond the $1 billion, 200 million dollar
estimate when the cost of interim offset mitigation is added. 
Would significantly increase the cost of the GLX project and needlessly cost taxpayers
statewide $200 million or more, plus the costs of required air quality mitigation to
offset the delay.  
Will fail to provide a much needed regional transit link for employers, universities,
research centers and residents.
Will result in significant loss of sales and income tax revenues to the Commonwealth
because it misses the opportunity to create construction and other jobs when we
really need them. 


 


The Commonwealth must identify alternative funding for the GLX and other public
transportation projects and not rely on the shaky possibility of New Starts funding.  A start
would be to execute a new transportation bond bill, raise new revenues for transportation
projects and consideration of an inter-agency agreement with Massport to provide revenue
for the GLX and other MBTA projects. 


 


The state’s failure to move the GLX forward to a state of being shovel ready made the GLX
ineligible for federal ARRA funding and also is not eligible for the newest round of
infrastructure spending that is proposed.  The failures keep reverberating and the cost
keeps escalating. 


 







The Green Line Extension and Community Path are models for the MassDOT GreenDOT
sustainable transportation initiative to reduce greenhouse gas (GHG), promote the healthy
transportation options of walking, bicycling, and public transit; and support smart growth
development.   There is a lot of rhetoric promoting sustainability in the Commonwealth.  If
these words have REAL meaning then we must insist that the state meet its legal
commitments and support the GLX.  We are tired of being greenwashed and hope that DEP
will act decisively by requiring MassDOT to meet its obligations and not allow it to
manipulate their SIP commitments, otherwise DEP is allowing the DEP certification process
to be completely ineffectual.

To whom it may concern:


I am writing to comment on the Boston MPO TIP and LRTP and the Annual
Status Report of the transit projects in the State Implementation Plan
as required in the Transit System Improvements regulation (310 CMR
7.36).  I am also writing to voice my disappointment, anger, and
frustration over the State’s handling of the Green Line Extension
(GLX), and to protest the latest announced delay of the completion of
the project, schedule now to open sometime between 2018 and 2020.


I urge you to reject the announced delay and enforce the SIP air
quality and Transportation Conformity Measures in the Boston MPO
2012-2015 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and in the Long
Range Transportation Plan (LRTP). The TIP and LRTP do not show full
funding for the project, nor do they show a schedule for completion by
the legal deadline, or potential interim replacement projects.


In the face of the current national and local economic crises,
dependency on foreign oil, and growing greenhouse effects related
largely to burning fossil fuels, this small public transportation
project which entails laying track and building a handful of stations
and in existing ROWs should not be so hard and take as long as it has
already. Recall the GLX was originally supposed to be completed by
December of this year.


It seems ridiculous to write this letter to remind the federal and
state enforcement entities that the GLX project is a legal obligation
under the Clean Air Act. As such, the project must be given highest
priority for transportation funding and construction. Over the past
several years the State has neglected to give this project its due
priority as a SIP obligation. Instead MassDOT had repeatedly handled
the project with low priority:  with missed deadlines and an
excruciatingly drawn design process, and a lack of transparency in its
communication about the project to the public. MassDOT has proceeded
in a delusional fashion with respect to funding, schedule, and
priority of this project. The number of years spent on the GLX project
with little to show for it and no solid funding so far is alarming. In
this timeframe, Dallas and Salt Lake City have built new light rail
systems on time and under budget!


The State cannot continue ignore its legal commitments.


Recently, with the Fast14 Bridge replacement project, we saw what can
happen when the State has the will to undertake a high priority
project and complete it quickly, creatively, and efficiently. Why
hasn’t the GLX been given that kind of priority, aggressive planning,
and commitment?


Full funding of the Community Path should also be programmed in the
2012-2015 TIP and LRTP along with the GLX.  The GLX and Community Path
are fantastic sustainable transportation projects that will help more
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people in the region travel with fewer automobile trips, curb the
production of greenhouse gases, and provide needed regional economic
opportunities.


In the past year or so we’ve heard a lot about MassDOT’s GreenDOT
sustainable transportation initiative to reduce greenhouse gases,
promote the healthy transportation options of walking, bicycling, and
public transit; and support smart growth development. Where it the
acknowledgement that the GLX, and especially combined with the
Community Path Extension, make the perfect model for the goals of
GreenDOT?


In closing I urge you to honor the State’s commitment to open the
entire Green Line Extension by December 2014.
