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What Transportation Needs did the Metropolitan Planning 
Organization (MPO) Identify in Minuteman Advisory Council on 
Internlocal (MAGIC) Communities?

The Boston Region MPO, which is responsible for allocating federal funds to transportation projects and planning for 

the Boston region’s transportation future, conducted an assessment of transportation needs in the Boston region to 

inform the MPO’s Long-Range Transportation Plan (LRTP), Destination 2050. The LRTP and Needs Assessment inform 

the MPO’s planning and policy work and guide the MPO’s investments in transportation infrastructure projects each 

year through its rolling capital plan, the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP). 

The following information highlights some transportation needs identified in the MAGIC subregion based on MPO 

staff’s analyses and past engagement with MAGIC communities. This booklet also contains a list of MAGIC projects 

currently programmed in the TIP.
